Dress Code

It is the desire of Eden Grove Academy that boys and girls live and conduct themselves in a manner that will be pleasing to God and glorifying to the name of our Savior, Jesus Christ.  A dress code is a means of building character and distinction in the lives of our students.  The dress code is not intended as a standard of measuring spirituality, but rather to serve as a tool in fostering the educational and character development of the student.

Eden Grove believes a Christian's appearance should accurately reflect the indwelling presence of Jesus Christ.  The dress code is based on the following three principles:

1. Modesty  (I Tim. 2:22).  

2. Distinction between the sexes  (Deut. 22:5;  I Cor. 11:14-15).  

3. How  a  person  dresses  affects how he/she acts.  With the variety of families and backgrounds we feel a uniformity of dress will establish  an  atmosphere of Christian values and prevent unnecessary competitiveness.  Parents have the primary  responsibility  of  teaching our  students to live by the standards of scripture and to send their children to school with proper dress and grooming.

Cooperation in a matter such as this will be another example of the cooperation of parents which is the strength of our Christian school.  The administration reserves the right to determine if dress or appearance is appropriate.  Parents will be notified of inappropriate dress or appearance and the necessary steps for correcting the problem.  The guidelines listed below are to serve as a guide only.

GENERAL CLOTHING GUIDELINES

1.  Student dress should be a good Christian testimony.  All attire should be of such nature that it draws attention primarily to the FACE where the Lord's countenance may be demonstrated. 
  

2.  Students are to depart from school in school clothing.  
  

3.  The dress code applies to most all school sponsored activities.  
  

4.  Exceptions  may  be  made  to  these  guidelines  and  special  direction  for  participation in certain classes, field trips and athletic competition, as given by respective principals.  (Printed notification of these exceptions will be issued by the school.)

GIRL'S SCHOOL DRESS AND CLOTHING

For girls, this requires modest apparel that attracts attention to the inner spirit of meekness and quietness  (I Peter  3:4).    


1.  Girls are continuing to wear the jumpers provided by Dillards, and WHITE blouses (button down the front).    

2.  Skirts or jumpers are to reach below the kneecap in length while standing.  Modest variations may be permitted in grades K-3.    

3.  Tee-shirts are not acceptable attire.    

4.  The use of make-up in grades 7 & 8 is permissible, but it should be worn modestly and in good taste.    

5.  The wearing of jewelry should be appropriate to the students age and grade level.  Only STUD earrings are permitted for safety sake.    

6.  Girls are asked to avoid extreme or faddish styles in hair dress and accessories.  Hair should be a consistent, natural looking color, well groomed and modestly styled.

BOY'S SCHOOL DRESS AND CLOTHING  

A man's life should reflect an attitude of self-control and prudence and should demonstrate a pattern of good works.  (Titus  2:6-7)    

1. Boys are to wear navy blue pants and white dress shirts  (button down the front).  

2.  Boys are asked to keep their shirts tucked in.  Shirts should be long or short sleeved with a regular type collar.    

3.  Tee-shirts are not acceptable.    

4.  Jewelry worn around the neck or other inappropriate places is not permitted, (no earrings).    

5.  Hair should be kept trimmed and well-groomed.  Hair should be off the ear, off the collar, above the eyebrows, and cut in a traditional style to fit the general contour of the head.    

6.  Boys will be required to wear neckties to chapel.

CO-CURRICULAR DRESS / FIELD TRIPS    

1.  When the weather turns colder only a NAVY BLUE cardigan sweater (button 
up the front) for both boys and girls OR an E.G.A. sweat shirt will be allowed.    

2.  On field trips and class trips:  Required wear will generally fit the occasion. Students will be informed in advance of the trip as to what dress will be expected.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION DRESS CODE    

The uniform consists of a red tee shirt, black knee length shorts or black sweat pants. 

While the dress code is intended to be inclusive, a fad or a style may not be specifically mentioned. The spirit of the dress code is to be maintained at all times by prudence and discretion being exercised at all times on the part of students and parents.
